The 6,824-yard Lucayan Country Club course is a classic, originally designed
by acclaimed golf course architect Dick Wilson in 1962. The 18-hole, par-72
course is infamous for its shaded, tree-lined fairways, small elevated greens
and Wilson-trademark bunkers guarding almost every pin. The Lucayan
Country Club provides a true challenge for golfers desiring to put their skill and
accuracy to the test.

Resort
guests enjoyed preferred tee times.

Resort guests are immersed in a multi-sensory experience at the 25,000-
square-foot Fitness Center. The Center offers state-of-the-art equipment and
fitness classes. Guests can sweat to their hearts’ content utilizing a selection of
challenging cardio and weight machines, as well as free weights. Personal
trainers are also available.

The Center’s spa offers relaxing massage and skin treatments, and features a
nail and hair salon.

Snorkeling and scuba diving equipment and lessons are offered at the resort’s
Water Sports Center. The Center can also arrange windsurfing, parasailing,
banana boating, jet skiing, boating, sailing, fishing, and other “water-ful’
adventures that are sure to set the heart alight. The sparkling ocean surface
hides an underwater world resplendent with life. Coral reefs attract marlin,
sailfish, tuna, mahi-mahi, bonefish and mackerel.
